5. LICENSURE PASS RATES FOR 2025

We are pleased to share and celebrate the success of the 2025 graduates from all five health professions. Four of the
five programs have demonstrated licensure pass rates at or above the national average pass rate for their discipline’s

national certification exam. The Physical Therapy and Occupational Therapy program outcomes are still in progress

at this time.

DPT Licensure - Addressing below national average scores requires a comprehensive approach. Mitigating issues
involves identifying the root causes and implementing strategies to enhance student preparation and overall program
effectiveness. DPT have completed a thorough analysis to identify specific areas where students struggled on the
exam and are evaluating the curriculum to ensure alignment with the content and format of the licensure exam.

Additionally, the team has implemented a basic science bootcamp, increased the number of formative and

summative assessments throughout the program to gauge student progress, and made a licensure prep course

available.

Continuous program evaluation remains a priority. The DPT faculty has an established system in place for evaluation

and improvement and is actively implementing changes based on the evaluation finding to ensure ongoing

effectiveness. CAPTE requires that ultimate licensure pass rates are at least 85% over two years. The accrediting

body notified CSM in November 2023 that no progress report was required as new initiatives are in place.
